LOTE studies in Chinese provided by a qualified teacher.
Playing host to a group of exchange students from Hong Kong.
Year 2 — 8 students swam on a daily basis during Term One and Term Four's
daily fitness activities.



Extra-curricular Activities:

e Sporting competitions including representation by eligible students at Zone
and Regional and State level Competition for Swimming and Athletics.

e Participation by the whole school in the Tannymorel and District Sports
Carnival.

e Students participated in community fundraising, including free dress days to
raise money for mission organisations doing aid and other work around the
world.

e Students were given the opportunity to learn a musical instrument through
private music teachers.

e Year Four students participated in a Violin Immersion program with a qualified
Violin teacher. This will continue for each academic year, for all students in
Year Four.

e Afternoon sport was offered in a range of sports throughout the year on Slade
Campus’s Mayhew Oval.
